However, this technology
in the education and training of healthcare personnel faces challenges such as the potential for algorithmic inaccuracy and bias, ethical
considerations like data privacy breaches, weakening of human and communication skills with patients, and resistance from instructors.
Given these findings, this letter to the editor emphasizes the necessity of balanced and responsible use of artificial intelligence in
medical education. This approach, while maximizing benefits and minimizing risks, will significantly help ensure the training of
competent and empathetic physicians. Overall, artificial intelligence should be viewed as a supplementary tool for deeper learning
alongside traditional methods in medical education.
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
