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The recent attacks by the Israeli regime on Iranian territory, which targeted critical health infrastructure including hospitals, health
centers, ambulances, and emergency personnel, constitute a clear violation of the fundamental principle that health is a basic human
right. This article, adopting a critical and responsible stance, calls for a more active role by scientific journals in documenting such
atrocities, supporting health systems, and strengthening health diplomacy in times of crisis. Proposed actions include publishing a
special issue on “Health in Armed Conflicts,” inviting experts from relevant fields to contribute articles, and preparing an illuminating
editorial in defense of the right to health.
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
